Against The Bay Area

Oregon State takes an 11-game win streak
against California into Saturday’s game dat-
ing back to the 2012 season. Coupled with
the now 11-game win streak over Stanford, the
Beavers have won 22 straight games over the
Bay Area schools.

Moore ... Wow

Andrew Moore struck out a season-best 13 in
the win Friday night. That just so happens to
equal the team’s total number of strikeouts in
the entire series against Stanford. Moore has
63 strikeouts to just seven walks in 65 2/3
innings this season at Goss Stadium. The 13
strikeouts also gives him 243 for his career,
which is now ninth in 0SU’s record books.

Hammy

Since moving to short, a stretch of now 13
games, in which OSU is 10-2-1, Caleb Hamil-
ton has been stellar. The sophomore is bat-
ting .320 (16-for-50) over that stretch, tallying
one double, one triple, two home runs and six
RBI. He’s also been solid defensively, commit-
ting just two errorsin 71 chances (.972 fielding
percentage).

Bring The Crowd Home

The Beavers are now just eight shy of equaling
last season’s school record attendance in the
regular season of 2,828. This year’s average
of 2,820 should be pushed over the top with
Saturday’s crowd.
